BCH D calls parent/guardian to 

verify consent, dispatches 

personnel to school 

If test is positive, school 

identifies and notifies 

contacts, and provides 

their names, phone 

numbers, and date of 

last exposure to BCHD. 

Parents/guardians 

should discuss results 

with their PCP 

BCHD calls parents/guardians 

to verify consent and set up 

time, dispatches personnel to 

home 

BCHD performs 

test, provides 

results to person 

tested 

If test is negative, no 

further action taken by 

BCHD. Parent/guardians 

should follow school 

policy on illness and 

discuss results with 

their PCP.
